Course Description

The construction, application, interpretation, and evaluation of psychological tests.
Tests used to measure general mental ability, specific abilities and aptitudes,
personality, interests and attitudes are surveyed.

Course Objectives

1. To familiarize students with specific psychological tests used to measure general

mental ability, aptitude, achievement, interest, and personality.
2. To provide practical experience in the administration and interpretation of

psychological tests.

3. To develop an understanding of key concepts such as reliability, validity, norm
groups and other factors pertaining to the use of psychological tests.

4. To consider the history of psychological tests and the ethical issues related to the

use of these tests.

5. To encourage students to view testing as only one of the many factors the

practitioner needs to consider while assisting individuals involved in a counseling or

guidance process.

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Psychological Tests

Throughout the semester, students will be expected to complete a variety of
psychological tests and inventories. The instructor will provide testing; a fee of $25 will
be collected on the second day of class to pay for testing materials and computer
scoring. The following tests will be taken this semester:

* Ability: CAPS (Career Ability Placement Survey)- mechanical reasoning, spatial
relations, numerical ability, language usage, perceptual speed and accuracy, and
manual speed and dexterity

* Interest: COPS (Career Occupational Preference System) & SlI (Strong Interest
Inventory).

* Work Values: COPES (Career Orientation Placement & Evaluation Survey)

* Personality: MBTI (Myers-Briggs Type Indicator)

Tests need to be taken on the day they are scheduled to occur in class, unless,
otherwise announced by this instructor. If you miss the day the test is administered,
there may not be an opportunity to take this test later. You will receive points as
follows for taking and, in some cases scoring tests:

CAPS - 5 points to take test and 5 points to score test (total 10 points)
COPS - 5 points to take and 5 points to score test (total 10 points)
COPES - 5 points to take and 5 points to score test

Sll — 5 points

MBTI - 5 points

Summary of psychological testing results — 10 points

Summary of Psychological Testing Results

To assist you in utilizing the results of the psychological tests you take in class, | will ask
you to complete a short, 1-2 page typewritten summary of your results. The criteria for



this assignment will be discussed in class and a handout will be available to assist you
with this assignment.

Test Critigue Paper

Select a test and critique it by answering the following questions:

What test did you select and why did this test interest you?

What is the purpose of the test, in other words, what is it intended to measure?

Who would benefit from using this test?

How is the test administered?

Is the test based on a theory? If so, briefly describe the theory? If it is not based

on a theory, you may state this but then explain how this test was developed (e.g.,

factor analytically derived or criterion keyed inventory).

6. Does the test have adequate reliability according to reviewers who have critiqued
this instrument?

7. Does the test have adequate validity according to reviewers who have critiqued this
instrument?

8. What are the other pros and cons of this test according to the reviewers and in your
opinion?

9. A summary to include some of the following possible topics: Would you use this test

and if so, in what context? Do you think it is appropriate for general or specific use?

Is the test practical to use given its length, cost, scoring protocol, etc.?
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You will need to provide a minimum of 3 references for this paper and one of them can
be your textbook. Ultilize the library resources we discuss in class and those indicated
in Chapter 2 of your textbook.

Quizzes

There are 4 quizzes in this class and they each cover only the material for that portion
of the course. You should plan to be available on the date of the quizzes as make-up
tests are only an option under specific circumstances. A quiz will only be rescheduled
due to a documented emergency (documentation is required). A make up test will only
be scheduled if one of the following is presented to the instructor:

1. A written statement on letterhead from a clergyman, parole officer, etc. explaining
the nature of your emergency OR

2. An official proof of emergency on the day of the exam (e.g., a doctor’s letter or a
police accident report).
